Boise Park’s and Recreation

The proposed Boise Parks and Recreation Department's regulations on flying in the city parks states  that electric planes up to 1.5 pounds in weight be allowed to fly in the parks if they fly less than 20 mph. Vehicles using liquid fuel or internal combustion (e.g. solid fuel rockets) would not be allowed. This would allow the majority of the so called electric "park
flier" type of plane to fly in the parks. Since the small electric planes are very quite, noise should not be an issue as it is for fuel powered planes, cars, and boats. There was some discussion about restricting certain parks from flying (e.g. the Kathryn Albertson Park) which do not have sufficient open area (i.e. too many trees in which to lose your plane and subsequently break attempting to retrieve).

The Whizzing of Planes over head versus the Whizzing of bullets:

We have had some issues with weekend plinkers firing their pistols and rifles on the western side of the field. Unfortunately they cannot see that right over the crown of the hill as they fire to the east is our site. If you have bullets whizzing over head have some one drive over and let them know we are there and the possibility of an accident. The club is looking into ways we can prevent this potential accident from happening in the future.

Dan Paulson's UAV flight on March 28 reported by Steve Aldridge

The UAV flight was outstanding  I was amazed at how simple in concept the setup and operation was. Control was passed to the automated system by simply turning off the transmitter. This effectively placed the receiver in Fail Safe mode. In the Fail Safe mode, a barometric device controlled  the elevator to maintain altitude, a GPS unit, with all waypoints programmed, controlled the rudder to steer the plane.  A wing-leveler infrared autopilot provided roll stabilization. I was amazed at how simple in concept the setup and operation was.
