June Fun-fly Results

The July Fun Fly was hosted by Mark Bennett.  

The weather was darn hot and very sunny with mostly moderate wind down the runway.  The exceptions were when you tried to land or take off and the wind would temporarily change to a strong gusty crosswind.  We missed Chef Lyle serving up delicious franks and burgers, so with the heat we fly fast and ended by lunch time.

Event #1 was the Dixie Death.  My old favorite where almost anything can happen. The object is to take off, gain some altitude and do three loops, three rolls and three spins in any order and land in the shortest amount of time. It was a good thing the judge was a bit lenient in counting spins and loops but it was darn hot. Lynn Street took the event in 1 minute 39 seconds. Ken Iley took second with 2 minutes and 4 seconds, Dallas Cravens with 3rd at 2 minutes 21 seconds and Jerry Kent had to drop out.

Event #2 was a Dead Stick Landing trying to come to rest closest to the X in the runway center. Ken took this event stopping a mere 64 feet and 9 inches from the X. Dallas followed within a foot at 65 foot 9 inches. We noted Lynn’s measurement as much longer. Ken had to miss this event due to mechanical issues.  

Event #3 was at Timed Touch and Go, to see how many touch and goes you could do within 2 minutes. Once you made a touch you only had to clear one edge of the runway before doing your next touch and go. Lynn did a remarkable 7 touch and goes in 2 minutes in tough wind conditions; however he couldn’t outdo Ken who managed to squeak in a 7th. Dallas had three touch and goes and Jerry was still out with mechanical issues.

Event #4 were Dead Stick Loops– Yes, did I mention it was hot, well to save on engine wear we tried for events that would require minimal engine time. In this event you took off and climbed for 30 seconds and then did as many dead stick loops as possible before landing. Lynn and Ken were trying to best each other after the last event and tied on this event with 4 loops apiece. Dallas came in with 2 loops and Jerry was still out with plane issues.

Prizes were four $ 7.50 gift certificates donated by Hobbytown and winners were Dallas, Ken, Lynn and Jerry.
