The Whizzing of Planes over head versus the Whizzing of bullets:

As a 2nd reminder we have had some issues with weekend plinkers firing their pistols and rifles on the western side of the field. Unfortunately they cannot see that right over the crown of the hill as they fire to the east is our site. If you have bullets whizzing over head have some one drive over and let them know we are there and the possibility of an accident. The club is looking into ways we can prevent this potential accident from happening in the future.

Field Condition:

Lyle Stockinger and a few other BARKS members rebuilt the S.E. corner of the fence on April 16 to keep the cows out. The remaining corners are holding up well. Lyle says that the field and runway are looking good enough to skip this year's June cleanup day. If everyone will take a piece of trash with them when they leave, the field should stay looking nice. If the weeds get too high near the runway's edge don't hesitate to use the shovel located in the impound area. Weeds growing up through the runway this time of year need to be removed. Gofer and badger holes near the runway can be filled in as well. If everyone would take a mere 5 minutes to do a little cleanup or maintenance with each visit we can keep the field in good working order. 

Other Safety items: 

    a.  Flying is prohibited while anyone is working on the fencing or runway or mowing weeds. We had a near miss last month when a muffler separated from the plane directly overhead. 

    b. Take your frequency paddle when you first arrive at the field EVEN IF NO ONE ELSE IS AT THE FIELD.  By making it a habit you not forget when it really matters. Not getting into the habit is asking for a serious accident which will eventually happen. So, please make it a habit and remind others to help enforce this rule. 

    c. Anyone carrying a plane with its engine running has the right-of-way. Give them plenty of room. We had an accident this past month - not serious but it could have been.
