October Fun-fly Results

Since the September Fun Fly was cancelled due to weather we ran the contests originally scheduled for September’s Fun Fly for October.
Event #1 – Balloon Bust – Pilot takes off, clears the end of the runway and does 2 loops, lands and pops the balloon weighted down on the X in the middle of the runway. Time starts when the wheels leave the runway and stops when the balloon is busted. Ed Dunn took first place and did it chasing the balloon down the runway after he set it free with 37.84 seconds, Ken Iley came in second with 49.01 seconds, and Clay Almquist third with 54.68 seconds. 

Event #2 – Sudden Death – Pilot takes off and circles the filed until an unknown time period passes. Time starts at the signal and the pilot must land as quickly as possible. Land must be on runway. Ed Heitzeberg took first place with 9.12 seconds, Dallas Craven second with 10.07 seconds and Clay with 10.15 seconds.

Event # 3 – Juicy Loop – A Styrofoam cup is attached to the top of the aircraft and 10 beans are placed in the cup. Pilot takes off does 2 loops and lands, one with most beans remaining wins. Believe it or not Rich Babcock and Clay took off and both returned with 10 beans and rolled dice for first and second place. Then Claude Tanner and Ed H both came back with 6 beans each and rolled dice for 3rd place.

Event # 4 – Since we had the cups in place it was only natural to have a bomb drop. Rich Babcock took first place with an average drop of 11.75 feet, Ed h took second with an average of 12.8 feet and Lynn Street third with an average of 14.35 feet.
