You may start and tune up in the pits, but some would rather
use the added safety factor of the startup tables and have a right to do so.  Engine break in: When people are flying this is a terrible thing to have to endure.  It is near impossible to hear your motor when someone is running a break in at full rpm.  If someone could build a nice break in table, I think that the club should pay for the material and we could locate it South of the parking area.
