Some say that 3 ft. is alright, others say that 4 ft. would be alright.  As we see it neither 3 ft. nor 4 ft. fences will obstruct pilot view of the runway. If the view is not obstructed, what is the difference?  My support for the fence at 3 or 4 feet is that it can be seen from a long distance, by shooters around the field and for that reason alone I will support keeping the fence and will request a vote in June on adding some more of the orange fence to the South of the Parking lot to make us more visible.
