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Special Notice – New Runway
Karl Watts gave a report from the runway committee.  Karl has put a lot of work into getting numerous bids, to rebuild the runway, along with doing research on runway building techniques and laying asphalt.  There was a great deal of discussion and Tim Norris moved that we accept the proposal from one contractor with good recommendations and pricing within in our financial capabilities to rebuild the runway at the 500’ by 50’ size.  The motion passed. Another discussion centered on keeping the runway in the existing location. Karl moved that we keep the runway in the existing location because moving it would be prohibitively expensive.  The motion passed. We are currently proceeding with building a new runway in the current location and it will be crowned or designed to drain to one side and will be 50’ X 500’ in size. We will be looking to have this built within the next couple of months and construction should take one week. 

Financing the runway was the next topic of discussion.  Our treasurer, Ed Heitzeberg, gave a report on the club finances and we will still need approximately $4,000 to $5,000 to insure financing and still maintain sufficient club funds for continued club operations. After quite a bit of discussion Karl moved to encourage club members to pay their $20 runway assessment in advance for the next 5 years.  That would bring in $100 from each member who chose to do so.  In addition, the club would accept runway loans from the membership.  These loans would be in $1000 increments and would return 7% simple interest to be payable over a maximum of 5 years.  And, there would be no prepayment penalty, which would allow the club to pay them back as soon as possible.  We will be working up some legal wording for the loans but it sounds like a good solution.  The motion was seconded passed. 

Several members have already made cash donations and/or paid their runway assessments early.  And, one member has already written a check for a $1000 loan.  But we are not there yet and seven percent is a pretty good return.

Any members who would be willing to front a portion or all of the $4-$5K to the club either as a donation or loan to be repaid out of the 5 year assessment please contact a board member ASAP.
