Event #1:  Slowest time around the flying area.  Take off, fly West to the field boundary fence, then turn north and fly to the fence, then turn East and fly to the fence, then turn South and fly to runway.  Going outside the fence boundary resulted in disqualification.

Event #2:  Timed glide with a loop.  This event gives the contestant a 20 second climb, then the engine is shut down (or a slow idle) and do a loop before landing.  The plane must land on the runway with the most time in the air winning the event.
