OTHER NEWS
In the January meeting it was determined that we would proceed with plans to build a new runway. BARKS has leased the current 40 acre site from the BLM since June 1973. Current land prices in and around Ada County are financially out of reach for the size of property the club will need. The runway continues to need repairs secondary to deterioration from weather and poor or no foundation. Due to the poor current foundation, a re-surfacing of the present runway would lead to similar problems in a short period of time. 

Considering all the options in combination with our current extremely low lease rate it is felt that the club is in a relatively secure position to invest in a long term commitments at the current site and runway/facility improvements. Additionally we will pursue a long term lease with the BLM and make other improvements as necessary to improve the infrastructure and utilization at the current site.
The decision was made and approved that the runway should be fifty feet wide by five hundred feet long. Our current runway is sixty feet wide by four hundred feet long.  Karl Watts is in the process of writing up requirements for bids to present to several paving companies to prepare a runway area, lay a base of road mix and several inches of asphalt. The new runway will cost between $18,000 and $22,000. We have plans to pursue fund raising efforts through grants from the AMA, club member donations or loans, and club events.  We will also be pursuing donated materials and labor for the project. 

Additionally we passed, at the January meeting, a $20.00 annual assessment for ‘ALL’ club members for the next five years. The purpose of this assessment is to re-establish club funds for emergencies and reserves to vacate the premises if it ever became necessary. The assessment is due along with the normal yearly dues in June. It will be due for Life Members at the same time. If you would prefer to pay the assessment all at once you may do so or pay the $20.00 per year for the next five years.
