The new runway is continuing to make substantial progress.  At May’s monthly meeting the membership voted to accept the bid from Masco Inc.  This bid was to rebuild the runway at a size of 50’ by 500’ with a 3” in base and 2”s of asphalt.  Karl Watts (VP and runway committee chairman) has been working diligently to make the new runway happen.  He has been contacting club members about contributions and paying the runway assessment for the next five years in advance.  Many members have committed to the $100 (5 years at $20 a year) and several others have given donations.  All but 20 members have honored their $100 commitment to date, and we will need those remaining commitments, as requested, by the end of June.  We should have enough for the new runway.  

The new runway is currently scheduled to begin installation beginning on June 26th.  It will take about 1 week to complete. Please check the Ramblings section of our web site (www.barks.us) for updates or further postponements. 
Once again the President and Board would like to re-enforce some field safety issues that every club member needs to be aware of as everyone is a member of the safety team in our club.  As a member of the safety team we need to bring to the attention of any member using the field and not following proper safety practices what the proper practice is and insure compliance. 

1st.  They would like to remind everyone about keeping young children and dogs out of the pit area.  Adults are walking, through the pits, carrying planes (some with running engines) and cannot always see what is beneath their feet.  

2nd. Is about using the taxiway between the pits and the runway.  When going from the pits to the runway please set the plane down beyond the pilot flight line.  There is an ‘X’ on the taxiway and we should all set our planes down beyond this ‘X’.  That way the plane will be past the pilots, who are currently flying, in case anything goes wrong.  And let’s not taxi from the runway to the pits at all.  A running plane pointing toward other pilots and the pits is not a good idea.  So let’s all be safe when we have fun.
