• Paid summer job taking digital vertical pictures of crops
• Pictures will have to be free of vibration and motion blur
• Must have own plane and transportation to get to various work locations
• Must be able to invest in enough equipment to get set up (see below)
• Video downlink is used to frame up pictures from up to 2,000' agl
• Will get technical support and help from Dan Paulson

Recommended Equipment list: This is not a complete or fixed list. Pilot may add or take away parts.
• Plane large enough to carry a pay load of 3 to 4 lbs
• 6 to 8 channel radio
• Co-pilot working ailerons and pitch (to keep plane level) (110.00)
• 5 MP digital camera with 28mm or wider lens (approx 350.00)
• Video transmitter (in plane) and Video receiver (on ground) (200.00)
• GPS programmed to return to takeoff point as a failsafe (if visual sight is lost) (300.00)
• Monitor running in vehicle to aid in framing up shot. Varies. A 12 vdc TV with AV inputs can be had for (150.00)

Total investment can run up to $2,000.00 as a worst case scenario if starting from scratch. The amount of work and the payment for photos will quickly allow skilled pilots to pay for their investment. Would work by yourself and for yourself and not through me. Billing and POC is through one person from local agricultural company. Contact me if interested. We will likely have a meeting at the usual Pizza place in Boise once I get a head count.
